New Zealand Building Code -
B2 Durability

Objective
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B2.1

The objectives of this provision is to ensure that building throughout its

life will continue to satisfy the other objectives of this code.

Functional Requirement

B2.2

Performance

Building materials, components and methods shall be sufficiently
durable to ensure that the building, without reconstruction or major
renovation, satisfies the other functional requirements of this code
throughout the life of the building.

Building Elements must, with only nominal maintenance, continue to
satisfy the performance requirements of this code for the lesser of the
of the specified intended life of the building, if stated, or:

(a) All have the same durability, or;

(b) Be installed in a manner that permits the replacements of building
elements of lesser durability without removing the building
elements that have greater durability and are not specifically
designed for removal and replacement.
